Who are qualified to tender?

The international companies will
need to have experience in the planning and design of IMSB’s,
as well as in the development of their socioeconomic,
commercial and regulatory frameworks.  The local
consultancy firms will need to provide local support and

ensure compliance with local regulations. Previous relevant
experience in master planning a project of a similar nature,
size and scope (within the last 10 years) is a pre-requisite.
